Neor the end of the Vietnom War, the US Marine Corps introduced a program where Marines worked
5 0 soom with local village milios o protect urol villoges. Skatic CAP units bved in or near o iloge,
1o word off the Viet Cong and North Army ond keep them fro from the
villoges. Roving CAP units ravelled omang two or more villoges, and spent thei nighis in the feld,
50 the enemy woukdn't know where they were.

The vilage milias were cofled Populor Forces (PFs), ond were generally o plotoon of bays and men
who were k00 young or too okd fo fight in the Army of the Republic of Viet Nam. A CAP unit induded
o rifle squad of about 13 Marines and @ U.5. Navy Corpsman, The CAP units rained the PFs, provided

some medical care, and helped around fhe village, in oddifion fo conducting night palrols and security
during the day, Marines volunfeered fo be part of o CAP unit, and CAP volunieers were
highly mofivated, idealistc, and cared about the Vietnamese people. Miguel was assigned
